TIP OF THE MONTh
Are you overwhelmed when it’s time to color plan a new rug? Jyl and I often ask students to bring along
fabric swatches or photos of rooms in colors that they like. This helps to organize a color plan for your
hooked piece. Another good way is to use the resource books we have here at the studio or to study art
books at the library or ads in magazines. Notice color combinations and color values and the way color is
arranged on the page. Use these principles in your rugs! The featured rugs were all designed by Patsy
Becker and hooked by different artists. Each used completely different color plans and all three work!
